Our men’s team narrowly got beat by two points for
the national title. Our women were competitive but not at the level we expect. We have a very good
returning group of women and, with the addition of a new recruiting class, our staff is excited about the
potential of our women'’s team this season. Our men have a solid base of returning athletes and we
have also added some very good young talent.

Last season we were the indoor men’s national champions, the runner-up team at the NCAA Outdoor
Championships, we set six collegiate records in all. For the very first time, our men’s team was named
the Scholar Team of the Year by the U.S. Track & Field & Cross Country Coaches Association. Qur men’s
team earned a team GPA above 3.0 for the very first time. Earning the Scholar Team of the Year awa rd is
a huge accomplishment for our program and our academic staff deserving of recognition.

Once again, | want to invite you to be a part of our program. As an official you are part of our
accomplishments. You make our facility one of the friendliest in the country and make our athlete’s
proud to call it home.
